The conference is in the Orchard Learning Resources Centre, marked as SG5 on the campus map. (The rooms will be signposted in the main foyer, which is accessible both from the Bristol Road entrance and from the car park entrance.)

Getting to Selly Oak. You can find directions on the university web site, at http://www.about.bham.ac.uk/maps/sellyoak.shtml The Orchard Learning Resource Centre (OLRC) is just past Weoley Park Road. There is pedestrian crossing just at the site. If you are coming on foot, enter from Bristol Road (quite a long path). The entrance is a few yards beyond Weoley Park Road (on that side). If coming by car, turn into Weoley Park Road, and take the first driveway on the left. Continue down into the car park, where there are usually plenty of spaces. If you are using a satnav, the OLRC’s postcode is B29 6QW.
If you are taking a bus from the station, use numbers 61, 62 or 63. Selly Oak Campus is about a mile (or maybe a fraction more) past the main Edgbaston campus with the clock tower. After passing Selly Oak Station, there is a major traffic junction, then slightly further on a light coloured building marked ‘Christian Life Centre’. Get off at the next stop, and walk just a bit further. 

If you decide to take the train to Selly Oak, come out of the station on to the main Bristol Road (cross over the line if coming from New Street). Come out on to Bristol Road, turn left, and keep walking — straight on for about 15 minutes, just past the crest of the hill.
